As | drive through the course today, | realize just how beautiful
everything looks. The views are better when the leaves are on the
trees, in spite of that, the fairways, greens and tees look awesome
for this time of year. We came out of the winter in good shape.

We drill and filled the greens a couple of weeks ago. The proce-
dure is difficult and strenuous, but well worth it. We incorporated
more than 48 tons of sand into the soil structure down to a
12”depth. “This is a good thing”. Our greens will stay in play more
often, will remain firmer and smoother throughout the year.
This means you will make more putts...guaranteed!

cool temperatures, cleanup of golf course has become difficult
frost. In the meantime we have been going to the asphalt plant
with our dump truck to pick up some asphalt for our cart
paths. We repaired the path behind #2 green and started
working on low area of #4. We will finish #4 next week and
then do some repair behind #15 green. We also brought in
some bags of cold patch (asphalt repair) and one crew
member will spend 3-4 hours per week to check for small
potholes. We hope to make your ride more enjoyable.

purchased a greens roller this year and the use of this with chemicals prom-
ises to provide the membership with more consistent green speed. We always work on
consis- tency and smooth roll more than speed. Speed is essential in today’s golf, however,
too much speed will limit pin locations available on putting greens, may create condi-
tions to difficult for average player and too much speed sometimes leads to poor
or dying turf. This can be a juggling act and we will do our best. Re-
member... rainfall and humid conditions will always slow the greens
down a notch.

We will continue to be environmentally friendly this year and will
let the grass around the hazards (if not surrounded by stone)
grow to a foot high in order to prevent nutrients and pesticides
from washing into the waterways. This is important to the future
of our buddies...like this beautiful hawk.
